User login screen lets you login to the FlowWright Configuration Manager .  The default login 

information for FlowWright is as follows : 

Username: admin  

Password: admin  

 

Last login date/time is tracked for each user.  A history entry will be also made against the 

user for any UI login or REST API login.  Any failed user logins are logged to the system log.

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2.1 Forgot your password 
User can re-set the password by clicking on th e òForgot your passwordó link.  On Click on the 

link,  the user has to enter the òemail addressó where the new password will be reset and 

emailed.  

 

 

2.2 After login 
Once you login, based on the type of user account, the user interface is rendered.  By 

default, the dashboard is rendered with the FlowWright menu on the left side of the user 

interface.  Menu is logically separated into 2 sections, òWorkflow Managementó and 

òWorkflow Configurationó, the separation is clearly identified by a green horizontal line 

within the menu as shown below:  
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2.3 Workflow management 
All users see the menu items for Workflow management, this is where you manage workflow 

processes, forms, tasks, report and business intelligence.  Workflow management menu 

structure looks as follows:  
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2.4 Workflow configuration 
Only administrative user have access to Workflow configuration.  Workflow configuration lets 

you manage all the conf iguration of FlowWright building blocks, building blocks such as steps 

are required to build workflow definitions.  Form widgets help build form documents and 

form instances.  Also, all FlowWright configuration is managed through this user interface:  
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Ά Dashboards 
After logging into FlowWright, the UI will direct to the dashboard screen by default.  The 

dashboard UI provides high level view of many areas of FlowWright, such as # of open tasks, # 

of workflow definitions, # of workflow instances, # of form definitions, # of form instances 

and # of users.  UI also displays many graphs showing the statistics of the week.

managed using the workflow definitions screen. Definitions  UI looks as follows: 

 

With this workflow definition  screen, the following operations can be performed:  

¶ Create a new workflow definition 

¶ Add definitions by drag and drop the definition XML file 

¶ Define master variables & globals 

¶ Design the definition in the workflow designer 

¶ Rename the workflow definition 

¶ Remove a workflow definition 

¶ Remove all instances for a given workflow definition 

¶ Make a copy of the definition 

¶ Manage snapshots of a workflow definition  

¶ Get the definition as an xml file 

¶ Set the xml for the definition file 

¶ Graphically render the workflow definition 

¶ Generate a report for the workflow definition 

¶ Archive selected workflow definition instances 

¶ Manage workflow definitions to userõs favorites 

¶ Tag the Workflow definitions for categorization
